Burtown House & Gardens 
Burtown House & Gardens is located just minutes from the Hotel and provides an ideal 
place to spend an afternoon exploring lush flower, vegetable and woodlands gardens with 
beautiful park and farmland walks. Stop by their cafe and relax with a tea or coffee and 
some yummy baked treats to cap off a leisurely afternoon.  
 

Athy Heritage Centre 
Established to celebrate the vibrant socio-historic legacy of the area.  It houses material and 
audio-visual programmes that chronicle the ancient, medieval and post 16th Century lives of 
people from Athy its hinterland. It is also home to a permanent exhibition to Ernest Shackle-
ton, the Great Polar Explorer, including his sledge and a 15-foot model of his ship Endur-
ance. 
 
Kildare Town 
In Kildare Town Learn about the mythology of Fionn Mac Cumhaill and St Brigid, patroness 
of the Gaels.  Key stops along the route include St Brigid’s Cathedral, a Norman tower 
house, the site of the Turf Club, and the twelfth century Franciscan Abbey. 
 
Japanese Gardens 
A living monument to the meeting of Eastern and Western cultures in a Western setting. 
The symbolism of life the garden portrays traces the journey of a soul from Oblivion to Eter-
nity and the human experience of its embodiment as it journeys by paths of its own choice 
through life.

Golf & Outdoor Activities 
 

Dunmurry Springs 
One of Ireland’s most exciting and original new golf projects in recent years. Born out of a 
passion to utilise a very special site beside The Curragh, Mel Flanagan and his team have 
gone about crafting a classic piece of golf architecture in the mould of the great romantic 
courses like Sunningdale and Gleneagles, but with a distinctly Irish blend 
 

Athy Golf Club 
Formed in 1906 as a nine hole course and was extended to 18 holes in 1993. The course 
had a Par of 71 and it extended to 6,400 yards from the medal tees. 
 

Cardenton House Golf Course 
Well laid out course which is sand based and set in nicely maturing parkland. The course is 
an 18 hole course (16 Par 3, 2 Par 4) on a 50 acre site.    
 

Angling 
The town is a terminal point for a branch of the Grand Canal, which along with the River 
Barrow offers ideal opportunities for fishing, canoeing and pleasure boat cruising. Athy is 
located 8 miles from the angling centre of Vicarstown.
