El Parral Chardonnay
(Argentina)             €21.50
Aromas of pineapple, tropical fruit with buttery, oaky 
notes. On the palate, there are fresh citrus flavours, and 
clean acidity helps a great freshness and balance. 

Campo del Moro  
Sauvignon Blanc/Macabeo
(Spain)             €21.50
A blend of Sauvignon Blanc and Macabeo. Golden 
colour and very powerful, long lasting - WOW - it's 
what we all want!

Real Compañia Verdejo
(Spain)             €24.50
The palate is fruity, with good structure and a touch of 
bitterness that is characteristic of the Verdejo grape.

Tini Trebbiano/Chardonnay  
(Emilia-Romagna, Italy)                                     €21.50
The white wines that are made in Central Italy are not 
flashy or famous, but they can certainly be delicious. 
This one is fresh with flavours of green apple, pear and 
a nutty finish.

Chilensis Sauvignon Blanc
(Chile)             €23.50
Clean, crisp and tropical. A full flavour nose. 
Refreshingly tangy with a lovely citrus mouth feel.

Butterfly Ridge Colombard/Chardonnay
(Australia)             €23.50
On the medium to full palate, lemony citrus characters 
with some passionfruit and peach precede a hint of 
creaminess and a long clean finish.

Gabriella Pinot Grigio
(Italy)             €24.00
This wine is pale green in colour with delicate and 
tropical fruits.  A delicious example of this popular 
grape.

Olivier Ravoire Côte du Rhône 
(France)              €28.00
Enchanting nose, white flesh fruits with smoky notes. 
A white wine balanced between finesse and corpulence, 
full and aromatic. A prolonged finale will enchant all 
lovers of white wines from the South of France. 

Château de Viviers Chablis  
(France)              €39.00
A truly elegant wine giving smoothness and delicate 
flavours of citrus and fruit.

El Parral Malbec
(Argentina)              €21.50
A nose of fresh raspberry and blackberry followed by a 
juicy palate of dark fruit, spice, ripe acidity and a soft 
finish.

Campo del Moro  
Tempranillo/Syrah/Cabernet
(Spain)              €21.50
A rich wine giving the warmth and body you expect 
from a great Spaniard! A drink-me-now kind of wine. 
 
Real Compañia Tempranillo
(Spain)              €24.50
Intense cherry red colour. Its aroma is very fruity with a 
little black licorice. The palate is well-rounded with 
good structure and lingering fruit.  

Tini Sangiovese 
(Emilia-Romagna, Italy)                                      €21.50
A ruby red in colour with violet hues and has lively 
aromas of blackcurrants on the nose, with velvety,  
rich fruit flavours with a hint of spice.
 
Chilensis Merlot
(Chile)                  €23.50
Packed with deep, dark berry fruit. 
Its velvety texture are instantly appealing.
 
Butterfly Ridge Shiraz/Cabernet
(Australia)              €23.50
A brightly coloured young red with plenty of ripe 
berries on the nose. The smooth palate is full of ripe 
flavour, soft tannins and some persistence.
 
Il Portone Montepulciano d’Abruzzo
(Italy)              €24.00
Markedly spicy on the nose with a slight chocolaty 
edge; the bouquet reveals a pleasant scent of plum and 
ripe cherry.

Leopard’s Leap Cabernet Sauvignon  
(South Africa)               €27.00
Dominant aromas of fruitcake and the ripe rich plum 
follow through on the palate forming a well-structured 
and elegant wine with a lingering finish.
 
Lupé-Cholet Fleurie
(France)              €39.00
Very fresh, it has delicate fruit, with myrtle and  
very floral notes of iris and lilac, along with  
sandy mineral hints.
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
